7. HANDLING AND STORAGE

Handling: Avoid eye contact and skin contact. Avoid inhalation of dust.

Storage: Store in a cool, dry, well-ventilated place and out of direct sunlight. Store away from foodstuffs. Store
away from incompatible materials described in Section 10. Store away from sources of heat and/or ignition.
Keep container standing upright. Keep containers closed when not in use - check regularly for spills.

10. STABILITY AND REACTIVITY

Chemical stability: This material is thermally stable when stored and used as directed.

Conditions to avoid: Take precautionary measures against static discharges. Keep away from heat and sources
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of ignition. Avoid processing temperatures in polymers above 200°C thermal decomposition can form traces of
aromatic amines. 3,3' dichloro-benzidine may be formed at temperatures above 200°C.
Incompatible materials: Oxidising agents.

Hazardous decomposition products: Oxides of carbon and nitrogen, smoke and other toxic fumes.

Hazardous reactions: Dust can form an explosive mixture in air. This product contains a diaryl pigment. This
product should not be used in polymers if the processing temperature exceeds 200°C because of possible
thermal decomposition, which can form e.g. traces of aromatic amines. 3,3'-Dichloro-benzidine may be formed at
temperatures above 200°C.
